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TRAVELING EXHIBITION

Art of the Airport Tower is a photographic journey to airports around the world. Smithsonian
photographer Carolyn Russo explores the varied forms and functions of air traffic control
towers throughout aviation history, making these ordinary structures extraordinary: more than
mere aviation artifacts, they are monumental abstractions, symbols of cultural expression, and
testimonies of technological change.

Fifty striking photographs, informative captions, an introduction by Smithsonian commercial
aviation expert F. Robert van der Linden and an essay by the National Air Traffic Controllers
Association examine the history and evolution of airport towers to contextualize Russo's work.
